Sandra found a single story old 60’s HUD house in
an older colonial neighborhood, with a decent size
floor plate and especially, stone veneer on the
exterior. The house is on a prominent corner lot and
was distinctly out of character with wonderful
collection of colonial and eclectic styled nearby
houses.

Innumerable floor plans and elevations later, we

settled on a surprisingly traditional 3-bedroom plan

with an upstairs laundry and office or den, and an
attic big enough for future renovations. The new elevationisugdé stucco to complement the stone
first floor, with a hipped roof and dormers for scale and charaasewnell as light for the attic rooms.
Trim details tie the house to the older homes in the area.

Since the new stairs had to be placed to avoid an existing
beam, we were able to naturally divide the plan into public
areas up front with a formal dining and living area up front,
and the new larger kitchen flowing into the family room,
connecting in turn to the side patio. The front entrance
received a gracious portico to enhance guests and friends’
arrivals, and a small side door was widened for double
French doors to a new patio to the west.
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
